I. Call to Order:  Meeting was called to order at 15:30 by Mr. Yahres given that a new chairperson had not been elected.

II. Minutes:  Minutes of the last SAC meeting were approved with corrections.  The corrections will be e-mailed out to everyone.

III. Opening Remarks:  Mr. Yahres reviewed all the inserts in the folders given to everyone and discussed the agenda for the first meeting.  Elections were then held and the following were elected for the school year:  Mr. Dennis Dunn, Chairperson, Ms. Debbie Hand, Vice Chairperson; Mrs. Alison Baughman, Secretary.

IV. Committee Reports: The election committee will advertise the teacher vacancy due to the transfer of Ms Buchanan to Liberty Intermediate.

V. School Officer’s Report:  Ms. Foster reported for Dr. Brown in her absence.  It was reported that all schools have been “adopted” by local military agencies.  The office is looking for more volunteers for the crosswalk program!  Over $83,000 worth of equipment was installed in the local school cafeterias s in support of the hot lunch program.  The school liaison office is currently developing a “Students in Action” program in which students will receive recognition for achievements in publications such as The Force and UK Edition of the Stars and Stripes.

VI. Principal’s Report:    The September 18th board meeting has been canceled.  Mr. Yahres also reported that the avg. classroom size for 1st-3rd is 17 students and 24.5 for Kindergarten.  Enrollment is down by about 65 students from predictions.

VII. SAC Training:  A slide show presentation and training was conducted by Mr. Yahres to review the SAC process, purpose, and procedures.  A brief overview of other DoD parent and military leadership committees was also presented at this time, including the local Lakenheath Mildenhall Community School Advisory Board (SAB) and District Advisory Committee (DAC).

VIII. New Business:  The LES SAC by-laws were reviewed and approved for signature.  Ms. Bennett stated the Crisis team met today and worked on plans for a school evacuation drill.  Mr. Owens stated he would like to see the school make environmental issues a bigger priority.  He will give a report next meeting.  Other goals discussed were school safety and providing more publicity for meeting dates and minutes.
